     Medical Director (Follow-up)

Dr Sparks will be participating in the 12 Lead evaluation process and PIFT review. We are working to get each base on line to attach the rhythm strips and 12 Leads to the MEMSRR PCR. Farmington base will be piloting this. This will eventually include PIFT collection and evaluation, PCS’s, Billing Authorizations, Transfer Orders etc.

Problem Solving

There is a problem with the use of the “Repeat Patient” system. When it is used we need to go back through to be sure the Response request and other data have not changed. This occurs when the patient history selected is a transfer.

When making changes to a PCR there should be an addendum added as well indicating that changes were made to the report.
